Recent census statistics indicate that there are nearly 1,500 households in Wayne County in which grandchildren live with their grandparents. In slightly more than one-third of these households, the grandparents indicated that they are the ones who are primarily re­sponsible for raising their grandchildren. 

Some of these grandparents have begun a support group – The Second Time Around: Wayne Grandparents – to share knowledge and ideas. Frequent topics of discussion include home and school issues, the legal system, and local resources available to kinship caregivers. 

The group is open to all grandparents raising grandchildren or anyone else who is in­volved in a similar kinship care situation. The group meets the third Tuesday of every month at 6:30 pm at the Cornell Cooperative Extension office, 1581 Route 88, Newark . Child care is available.
